Nobel prizes, myths, legends and anecdotes. 

Scientists and researchers often do things that 

were  just impossible before, thereby bringing 

almost a revolutionary impact to the life and 

environment of 

the globe in general and humanity in particular. This is, perhaps, exactly 

the reason in honouring the genius scientists, activists and other for 

doing things which were considered hither to impossible. 

For, their inventions, researchers are well recognised and honoured with 

several awards and prizes. 

One such globally recognised award is the famous “NOBLE PRIZE” 

announced every year by the Nobel Committee with its HQrs at 

Stockholm in Sweden. 

The recently announced list of award winners has also since been 

expanded to other important spheres covering peace, literature, 

economics in addition to usual science subjects like physics, chemistry, 

medicine etc. 

Over the years there have been numerous myths, legends and 

anecdotes associated with the award. The establishment of the “Nobel 

Prize” itself has a very interesting, chilling and mind blowing incident. 

It was the year 1888 AD. A mistaken obituary led to the establishment of 

the Nobel Prize. ALFRED NOBEL the founder of the award happened to 

read his own obituary in a prominent French newspaper while visiting 

Europe. It began as “The merchant of death is dead”….. referring to Dr 

Alfred Nobel who was a professor in chemistry and invented three most 

commonly used explosives in the world – the dynamite – gelignite – 

used in mining, and ballistite – used as a rocket propellant even today. 

The explosives were also used in huge quantities for preparing arms and 

ammunition that killed numerous people and hence called him 

“merchant of death”.  

Alfred couldn‟t believe. In fact, it was mistaken by the death of his 

brother with the same tittle. 

Alfred Nobel was shocked at the description and decided to institute 

and award with his hugely was “Nobel Prize” – constituted with a corpus 

fund of $ 250 million in the year 1895 AD. 

This is the story of Alfred Nobel with the legacy of Nobel Prize and put 

him as one of the greatest philanthropists of all times. 

Friends, perhaps, this is the last part of the series of my writings in our 

newsletter. I take this opportunity to profusely thank all my well-wishers, 

Corporate Members and everybody associated with IEI for their kind and 

whole hearted support.
